Board of Missions: An Update from Kikatiti
(Information Bill Koeckeritz received from Tareto
Nassari, edited by Pastor Joyce)

Currently there are 1,200 students in school. The
number 1,200 is very big to manage due to the
resources we have. Kitatiti secondary school by
now is among the schools with big names in
Tanzania. Half are boarders and the rest commute to
school. There are 31 teachers and 16 supporting
staff. We thank God that we have hundreds of
students from 2000 to 2009 who work and support
their families. We have doctors, nurses, police
men/women, university lecturer, teachers, soldiers,
and many others. In all universities here there are
many students from our school. Your work is very
great!

| am glad to inform you that | have done all the
work required for form five to begin next year. |
have completed classrooms, a modern library with
required standards, new furniture for staff room and
offices, the girls dormitory has been repaired to the
extent that it seems like new and 600 trees have
been planted. The goals for this year include
building a brick enclosure around the school for
safety sake and drilling for a well.

STEPHEN MINISTRY

ﬂ "\ Just call Stephen Ministers the
"after" people. After you find the
w pink slip in what's now your final
paycheck, after the doctors have
said there's nothing more they can
do, after the relationship ends but
the wounds are still bleeding, after family and
friends have heard your story one too many times
but you still need to talk it out--that's when the
Stephen Ministers step in. Stephen Ministry is a free
and confidential service. Stephen Ministry takes
folks who are struggling with a special need and
pairs them with lay persons who have been trained
as Stephen Ministers to offer them Christian support
and care.

Stephen Ministry is named after St. Stephen, the
first lay person commissioned by the Apostles to
provide caring ministry to those in need. Stephen
Ministry began in 1975 when the Rev. Kenneth C.
Haugk, a pastor and clinical psychologist, trained
nine lay persons at his congregation in St. Louis to
be Stephen Ministers.

The ministry itself works like this:

U Pastors, church staff and lay leaders from a
congregation attend a seven-day Leader's
Training Course, taught by the Stephen
Ministries St. Louis faculty, to learn how to
implement and direct the Stephen Series in their
congregations. These trained Stephen Leaders
then return to their congregations to set up and
administer a Stephen Ministry program.

U -Some of the training topics include listening,
feelings, assertiveness, confidentiality and
ministering to people in specific situations such
as childbirth, divorce, terminal illness and grief.
Stephen Ministers are also trained to recognize
when a care receiver's needs go beyond the care
a Stephen Minister can provide, and where and
how to refer the care receiver for additional
care.

U -"A very key training module is what you might
call process versus results,” Crawford said.
"This is one of the hardest things for some of us,
especially those of us that have been engineers,
to learn, is that we are there to perform a caring
process, not to get any kind of results. We're the
care givers, God is the cure giver."

U -After the Stephen Ministers are commissioned,
Stephen Leaders link them with a care receiver--
a member of the congregation or community
who is in need of quality Christian care.

U -A Stephen Minister normally is assigned to
only one care receiver at a time and meets with
the care receiver for an average of about an hour
each week.

U -Stephen Ministers also meet twice monthly for
peer supervision and continuing education.

U -Stephen Ministry is also a godsend for pastors
and other church staff, especially those caring
for large flocks, where the need for longer-term
one-to-one Christian care is more than they're
able to handle alone. But those who stand to
benefit most from Stephen Ministry are the care
receivers. Having someone to talk to, to walk
alongside during life's crises, both big and
small, can make the journey a little smoother.

The Stephen Ministry at Our Savior’s is moving
forward. A number of our Stephen Ministers are
meeting with care receivers. If you are interested in
or know of someone who can benefit from a
Stephen Minister please contact Pastor Joyce or one
of the Stephen Ministers.

Medical Mission Trip to Mongolia:

I will be leaving on the evening of Wednesday,
September 8th. The first week we will be screening
children in the central part of Mongolia, Southwest
of the capital, Ulaan Baatar. Plans are to screen for
4 days the first week:

1. Sept 12 in Tsetserleg
2. Sept 13 in Khakhorin
3. Sept 14 in Kharjirt

4. Sept 15 in Arvaykheer

Each day we will set-up and screen as many
children as we can from the town and sometimes

from many miles away. We will again work
Mongolian doctors, nurses, and other helpers
sharing the Gospel and showing the love of Christ.

In the second week we will have a full schedule of
children for surgeries doing both open heart surgery
and catheter procedures. | expect that we will do 8
open heart surgeries using the bypass pump and 10
to 12 catheter procedures. As always, plans are
great--- but things change, and we trust that the
Lord is in control and know that He has the real
plan.

My request is for your prayers. Pray for safe travel
and protection, that all of our workers make all their
connections and final destination. Pray for success
each day as we show the love of Christ in our work
with the children and their families. Pray for the
surgeries that are done, the skillful hands of the
doctors and other workers, the parents who have
entrusted us with their children, and the children
that they may recover and have a long and happy
life. Pray that we are able to share the Gospel and
the good news about Jesus in all that we do and
say. And finally thank the Lord for all that he has
done to make this possible.

Not a small request | know, but | know that your
prayers DO make all the difference. Also, again
this year children's pain medications are

needed (children's aspirin and Tylenol). When the
families leave the hospital they are not given any
pain medications and with little money, may not be
able to buy any. Monetary support, for the
Christian orphanage in Ulaan Baatar where we
attend worship on Sundays, is always appreciated.

Thank you so much for all the prayers and support
you have shown in the past.

Pastor’s Pondering:
“How’s your prayer life?”

How many different ways can you think of to
pray? | came across a book called, “50 Ways to
Pray, by Teresa A. Blythe. | must confess that |
would not have come up with 50 ways but | find the
book engaging. We have great intentions about
praying and then the next thing we know we say,
“Oh, I should pray about that.” Perhaps we struggle
with prayer because we limit the ways and the times
we can pray. Prayer is much more than speaking out
loud to God or asking for what | or what others
need or thanking God. Prayer for me is that time to
pause and breathe deeply God’s presence and grace.
That takes discipline and time to just “be” in the
presence of God.

Centering Prayer is prayer that grounds us in our
relationship to God and helps us to stop and call on
God’s presence in the day. Centering Prayer
involves repeating a phrase over for a few times and
remaining silent before God. A couple of phrases
that are used are: “Come, Lord Jesus,” or “Lord,
Jesus have mercy on me.” Breathe in and say the
phrase. Pause and breathe out and repeat the phrase.
Or think about your image of God, or Jesus and use
that word to think about, to pray to God. Make a
commitment to spend 3-5 minutes in prayer. This
type of prayer takes practice.

Why do | mention this practice of centering
prayer? | believe that each of us do want to know
God and struggle with how to do that. Our culture is
fast paced and noisy and God calls us to Himself to
listen to His voice and that happens in silence and
stillness. | encourage you to be open to different
ways to meet our Creator.

Some parts of the
house were more difficult to paint, and we had to
work around some obstacles. But, we worked
together and we got the house painted by the end of
the week! It was a great accomplishment for all of
us, and I think that the family living there really
appreciated it.

Each night when all of the crews got back to
the church after a long day, we had an evening
activity. Some of the things we got to do were visit
Sica Hollow State Park, and climb the Nicollet
Tower in which from the top you can see North
Dakota, South Dakota and Minnesota. We also got
to visit the Green Leaf Assisted Living Home and
were able to visit with the members living there. We
played Wheel of Fortune with them, sang a few
songs, and talked with them over coffee, juice and
donuts. We were also lucky enough to be able to
experience traditional Indian dancing and hear some
of the traditional music of the Indian culture. It was
interesting to see how much they connect with their
music.

The mission trip was a great experience for me,
and | have always looked forward the summer trips.
On behalf of the entire youth group, | would like to
say thank you for always supporting us and helping
us raise money in order to be able to go on as many
youth trips and gatherings as we do. Growing up in
our church has really meant a lot to me, and even
though I’'m heading off to college and starting a
new chapter in my life, I will always remember
everything our church has taught me, and | know |
will always have my church family back at home.
