Pastor’s Pondering:   
                   How’s your prayer life? 
A person challenged me and said, ―Give me three 

minutes and I will change your world.‖ Does that 

sound too good to be true? I think the statement 

should be, ―Give God three minutes and he will 

change your world.‖ Three minutes can make a 

huge difference. Consider what you do in three 

minutes. You wait at a stop light. You pump gas, 

change a diaper, drink pop or coffee, check e-mail, 

play a song on the radio or i-Pod, answer a phone 

call, the list could go on. The standard half hour of 

television contains 22 minutes of program and 8 

minutes of commercials. So, here are a few 

challenges for you. 

1. Find a time during your day to take a three 

minute break for prayer – when watching 

TV hit the mute button and pray through the 

commercials. 

2. At a stop light, instead of complaining, pray 

for the people in your car or give thanks to 

God for creation around you. 

3. As you begin your day, even before you get 

out of bed, take three deep breaths and pray: 

―Good morning Lord. I begin my day with 

you. Here I am, your servant. I give you 

thanks for this day and help me to see you in 

others. Thank you for the grace of being 

alive this morning. Thank You for the 

chance to make a new beginning. Amen.‖ 

4. Pause at noon and pray: ―Thank you for the 

morning and for your presence. Keep me 

safe and use me to encourage those I meet in 

the afternoon. Amen.‖ 

5. Before you go to sleep, take three breaths 

and pray: ―Thank you for the day that has 

been, for the good I was able to do. Help me 

rest in your peace. Into Your hands this 

night, I commend my spirit. Into Your ears I 

pour out all my troubles. Into Your loving 

heart I humbly confide my sins and failings. 

Watch over me during this night, that 

tomorrow I may serve and praise You. 

Amen‖ 

Prayer is an adventure and a conversation with 

God connects us to one another. May you be 

changed as you pause and make time for God 

our creator. May you be surprised to see how 

easy it is to nourish your relationship with God.

Summer Stewardship 

Keep on Sharing Your Gifts! 
 

As you are in the garden this summer, think about 

this stewardship story from Pastor Louise 

Stromberg from Cross of Christ Lutheran Church in 

Houston, Minnesota. 

 

One Tomato Plant 
 

This year I bought one tomato plant so that I could 

have a few small tomatoes for a salad each week. I 

expected to pick about a half a dozen a week at 

most.  By the time I remembered to purchase a 

tomato rack for my plant it had grown rather large 

so I put the rack around it as best I could.  Buds 

were forming into little tomatoes.  The plant 

continued to grow.  And I waited expectantly for the 

sweet red fruit to ripen.   
 

The first time I went to pick the ripe tomatoes I 

brought a small bowl.  It was filled to overflowing.  

I took a small zip lock bag of tomatoes to work to 

share.  The second time I went out to pick, about a 

week later, I filled a mixing bowl.  I took three bags 

to work to share.   
 

Not even a week later, I picked two mixing bowls 

full.  This time I brought an ice cream container of 

sweet, red fruit to share.  My tomato plant 

continued to bear an abundance of tomatoes right up 

until a hard frost came in October.  As I thought 

about my expectations and the reality of the harvest 

I realized that this was a wonderful example of 

God's abundant blessings.  God gave far beyond my 

hopes.  The more I shared with others, the more that 

this plant seemed to produce.   
 

How like God's love was this abundance.  The more 

we share of God's love and blessings the more God 

gives us to share.  Whether that be through words of 

witness to God's love for us or gifts of material 

wealth, God blesses all we share and never forgets 

to rain down upon us continued love and gifts to 

sustains us in our existence on this earth.  

 

Seeing Abundance 
 

―The LORD gives you meat to eat in the evening and your 

fill of bread in the morning, because the LORD has heard 

the complaining that you utter against him.‖ —Exodus 

16:8 

The desert was a frightening place. Even as slaves 

in Egypt, the Jews had become accustomed to a city 

life of relative luxury. The desert, however, was dry 

and hostile. Scared by scarcity, the people could 

only see how little water, how little food, how little 

security they had. But Moses spoke a word of 

divine abundance—of quail in the evening and 

manna in the morning—that silenced their 

muttering and revealed a God of bounty and 

faithfulness. 
 

Seeing abundance when others see only scarcity is 

an act of faithfulness. It is to fly in the face of what 

others consider self-evident, limiting, and 

problematic. Those who see abundance see 

possibility and future while others dwell on caution, 

security, and practicality. Seeing abundance allows 

one to remain hopeful and gives one the courage to 

be venturesome and bold. 
 

The opposite of faith is not doubt, as we often 

suppose, but fear. For the root of ―faith‖ is trust. 

When we cannot fully trust, we fall into a 

fearfulness that seeks to preserve, protect, and 

control the world around us. Drawing in on 

ourselves, we close ourselves off to the world 

around us. We go into a fortress of self-

preservation. Leadership requires that we resist the 

urge to preserve and open ourselves instead to the 

abundance of God. 
 

Leaders see talents, possibility, and potential all 

around them as gifts of God. They help others hear 

God’s call that we trust in the fullness of God’s 

bounty—that there will always be enough, and more 

than enough, and that what we have is not to be 

conserved but given away. Leaders dare to be 

venturesome and courageous even in the dryness of 

the desert, for they know we are being well fed on 

our journey to the promised land. 
 

In what way is Our Savior’s rich, and how are you 

spending those riches? 

Prayer: 
Open our hearts, O God, to see your bounty, to 

trust your promises, and to venture forward in 

faith. May we lead with boldness, confident that 

your goodness and gifts will ever sustain us. 

Amen.
