A Stephen
Minister may be able to give support that he or she
needs. Or are you going through a difficult time and
feel lost, lonely, overwhelmed, or afraid? A Stephen
Minister is available for you. A Stephen Minister is
a member of Our Savior’s who is trained to listen,
care, pray, encourage, talk with and walk with
others through difficult times. If you are interested
in a Stephen Minister please contact one of the
pastors and discuss how a Stephen Minister could
encourage you.

Throughout the weeks and months of training
Stephen Ministry training, the Stephen Ministers
ended their training by discussing what is called,
“The Caregiver’s Compass.” The Caregiver’s
Compass is a tool that is at the heart of Stephen
Ministry and helps to direct, guide, and keep
Stephen Ministers focused in their caring
relationship.

The four points on the Caregiver’s Compass are:
Compassionate- Stephen Ministers are able to share
the sufferings of their care receivers. Full of Faith-
Stephen Ministers rely on God to be the one who
heals all wounds. Skilled- Stephen Ministers have
been trained to listen, understand, and empathize
with others. Trustworthy- Stephen Ministers
maintain confidentiality and visit their care
receivers regularly.

At the center of the Caregiver’s Compass is the
cross, the symbol for Jesus Christ which reminds us
as Stephen Ministers to keep Jesus at the center of
our lives and ministry.

God of relationships and healing, thank you that
you journey with us. Use us and our Stephen
Ministers as an extension of your care in our
congregation. Show us how we can care for one
another. Pour out your Spirit upon us that we may
do our caring ministry in the name of Christ. Amen.

Pastor’s Pondering: \Why pray?

Sometimes | think we view prayer as asking God
to “do something in us or for us or for others.” We
think, “Ok, I have prayed about that person and then
we move on to the next thing. | have come to realize
that prayer is an ongoing dialog with God and with
others. Prayer is about growing in an awareness of
God’s presence in us and among us and working in
and through us. Prayer reminds me that | am not
alone but am part of an amazing community called
the church. The goal of prayer is to grow deeper in
relationship and trust with God and each other.

Do you believe God really answers prayer?
Really and truly... that God hears your personal
prayers and cares enough to respond? You know,
prayer can serve many purposes, but generally
speaking, it's an intimate conversation with God.
Prayer involves Him stirring our hearts, us
communicating with Him, and then listening for
how God may respond to us.

I have been pondering how have | experienced
God answering prayers? | have come to the
conclusion that God works in three ways as we
pray. God intervenes in our lives and the lives of
others as we pray. This happens when we pray for
healing, or peace, or for a sense of direction and
those activities occur. God interacts with us and
others through prayers. This happens when we pray
for peace or hope and then a card or a phone call
comes. This happens when you have a “prompting”
or a sense to call someone and you make a
difference in someone’s life. That is God interacting
in our lives through prayer. The other way God
answers prayer is through His presence. We are
people who are created to be in relationship with
God and long to be close to God and feel his
presence. When we are having a tough day or when
we are experiencing joy and peace and all is right
with the world that is God’s presence in our lives.

Questions to ponder: “Who taught you to pray?”
“What was the moment you felt closest to Christ?”
May you be changed through prayer and may you
experience the presence of the living God as you
keep your eyes, ears, mind, and heart open to his
presence.
